(((YOU WILL BE COMPENSATED!)))

Every student in this class will have a Job to complete.  Like every other job that you will have in the future you will need to log in your time of work duty, thus allowing you to receive compensation (with either Paw Bucks, free homework passes, or various other items) that I will have in a bin for you, every other Friday. In addition, this job will reflect on your grade. 

Jobs will reflect your grade! For completing your job you will receive 20 points for the months. If you choose to not complete, than you will receive an “F.” Think of this as “free” easy points to boost up your grade- you cannot mess this one up! You got this! 
In order to receive compensation, you will need to log in your time of work and be the best you can be at your job. This means, that you may not slack off if you are having an off day. 

At the end of every month, jobs will be rotated so that everyone has a chance at serving a position. One person may NOT have the same position two consecutive months, but may repeat the following month. For example: if I am the line leader for September, I cannot be line leader in October, but I CAN be line leader in November. 

List of Position(s)

Make SURE to read the description before applying for the position.

Librarian(s) (2 persons)
· Library needs to be neat, clean, and organized at all times.

· All books need to be placed in their proper genres. 

· All books that are returned in the book bin must be placed back into the shelves in their proper genres. 

Dust Buster(s) (2 persons)
· Dust furniture including the tops and insides of classroom desks.  

· Clean board and door handles.

Daily Informer (1 person)
· Updates the announcement board and reads off any announcements and reminders including upcoming holidays and birthdays.

· Reads aloud to the class every morning daily agenda and objectives. 
Messenger Crew (2 persons)

· Delivers messages to and from office or other parts of the building. 
Attendance (2 Persons)
· Ensures everyone is in his or her seats by 8:45.

· Keeps a daily/weekly attendance log.

· Every Friday, inserts a star next to student name(s) that were present in class. (*Remember, even if you are in school and you are not in class you are considered absent from Language Arts). 
Calm Classroom (1 person) 

· Places “Calm Classroom” sign on door.
· Administers calm classroom once per day. (301 homeroom will have calm classroom after specials and302 will have calm classroom after lunch/recess). 
Absent HW Tracker (2 persons) 

· Writes down all homework for missing students. 

· Collects all handouts and homework for absent student(s), paperclips it, and places it in the appropriate mailbox. 
Line Leader(s) (4 Persons: 2 boys, 2 girls) 

· Two line leaders in front: boy/girl and Two line leaders in back: boy/girl. 

· Two front line leaders ensure that the first half of students is standing in line straight and walking with out ANY talking. (If student(s) are not cooperating after 1 warning, they are to write down any names, give to teacher and that students will receive a detention) 
· Two back line leaders ensure that the second half of students are standing in line straight and walking with out ANY talking. (If student(s) are not cooperating after 1 warning, they are to write down any names, give to teacher and that students will receive a detention) 
· This occurs during all times of the day that we are walking in the building (pick up/drop off from morning line up, lunch/recess, specials etc.) 
Chrome Books (3 persons)
· Distributes all chrome books

· Collects and places all chrome books in proper section of the cart. 

· At the end of each day, ensures that all chromes books are connected to the power chord for charging. 

Lights, Door and Windows (3 persons) 

· Turns off all lights whenever class exits the room

· Shuts classroom door when class exits the room and when a fire drill occurs.
